Cats are susceptible to many parasites both internal and external.  The rate of heartworm infection in cats is between 5% and 20% of prevalence seen in dogs and as few as 1 or 2 adult heartworms can be fatal.  Feline heartworm disease is untreatable.  Cats can also be infected with intestinal parasites like hookworms and roundworms.  These can be transferred to humans.  Fleas and ear mites are two external parasites that affect cats routinely in our area.
